Distemper-Adenovirus 2-Parainfluenza-Parvovirus
(DA,PP)

Administer 1 dose on admission

Begin at 4-6 weeks of age

Repeat at 2 week intervals until 20 weeks of age

In adults, repeat in 1 year

Bordetella bronchiseptica + CPiV &= Adeno. (Intranasal)
* Administer 1 dose on admission
 Begin at 3 weeks of age (IN)
 Repeat in 2 weeks if <6 weeks of age

* In adults, repeat every 6-12 months ACCREDITED
